Once we were actually on
our way, the normal thirty-six hour trip became an eight-day marathon. However,
through the toughest times, we knew that God was not only with us, but He was steering
the ship. We arrived safely in Cape Town, South Africa where we are finishing our
preparations for our January twenty-second arrival in Ethiopia.

We were greatly encouraged to see the church in Delft still standing faithfully for Christ
and following their pastor, Louis Mentoor. Louis and Berenice have continued to serve
Christ and have been an example of faith for the congregation. Pray for Faith Baptist

Soon after our arrival in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, we will be making a two or three week trip
toward the Sudanese border for another training session and evangelistic services with the
Sudanese refugees. It will require about three days of travel to reach the area. Many
have now been able to return to their homeland, but we will be in the border town of
Gambella so they will be able to attend. Most of the refugees are to be repatriated in the
next few weeks. However, we believe that we will be able to continue with this ministry
and even cross into southern Sudan. We believe that God is giving us a great opportunity
to reach these precious souls. We will be teaming up with Frank and Karon Auterson,
Eugene Worley and others for this trip. This is an especially important endeavor as we
seek God’s direction in the furtherance of this ministry.
